Winemaker Notes

Our FamilyOs Rockpile Ridge Vineyard is located at nearly 1,200 ft elevation in the
Rockpile appellation. This vineyard has sweeping sun exposures from Southeast to Northwest
and consists of nine distinctly different blocks of Zinfandel. The blocks are all harvested at
different times and fermented separately to insure the integrity and uniqueness of the individual
blocks. Working with the different sun exposures, soil compositions, slopes, and drainages is a
winemaking dream come true and what makes our Rockpile Ridge Zinfandel so spectacular.

2007 was easily one of the best vintages for Zinfandel in the last fifteen years. We started
the year with drought conditions. The lack of rain meant low yields; bunches were few and far
between and the berries were small. The days were long and warm and there was no rain from
May to late October. All these factors combine to produce possibly our best Rockpile Ridge
zinfandel ever.

The bright notes of ripe blackberry and raspberry are complimented by hints of vanilla,
black pepper, and minerals on the nose. Jammy fruit dominates the front palate, giving way to
lush and supple tannins. The finish is prototypical of Rockpile, long and concentrated. Full
bodied with balanced acidity, this wine will age gracefully for the next 5-7 years.
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
