When bud break arrived in late March, we had received

only about 20 percent of our annual rainfall. And coming
off the previous dry season, it was evident that early
adjustments to crop levels and managing the canopy for
more dappled fruit exposure would be beneficial, leaving
the vines in a strong position to finish out the growing
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season.
